From the desk of Fr. Ben…   26 February 2017 

 “Why are you anxious about clothes?  Learn from the way 
the wild flowers grow.  They do not work or spin.  But I tell 
you that not even Solomon in all his splendor  was clothed like 
one of them.  If God so clothes the grass of the field,  which 
grows today and is thrown into the oven tomorrow,  will he 
not much more provide for you, O you of little faith?” 

 I’ve always loved this passage!  St. Francis was moved 
by it to live the radical life of openness, poverty, and charity 
that he lived.  The picture above is one I took in Israel in Febru-
ary of 2008, just 9 years ago, while on pilgrimage with my sem-
inary class.  Biblical commentaries hazard a guess that this may 
have been the kind of beautiful wildflower Jesus is referencing.  
I find the beauty of the natural world fascinating, breathtaking, 
even beautiful to the point of tears.  If God pours out such beau-
ty on flowers which grow and die so quickly, how much more 
does He care for us, how much more does He offer us grace to 
live so beautifully! 

 We enter into the great season of Lent on Wednesday.  
We are given the rich gift of 40 days of Prayer, Fasting, and 
Almsgiving to make our hearts and lives ready for Holy Week, 
culminating in the central feast of our Christian lives, Easter!  
All that Jesus did was meant to draw us into the full beauty 
for which we were made by the Father!  Lent is a unique 
opportunity each year to attend to this gift! 

 My silent retreat was a great blessing and gift. I so 
much needed to be still in body, mind, and soul.  I got a lot of 
rest, made four 1-hour times of prayer each day, concelebrated 
Mass, met daily with my spiritual director, had some good 
walks, and sought to open my heart and mind to the Lord’s 
voice speaking in that blessed peace.   

 After my retreat ended last Monday, I spend a couple days 
fundraising for St. Al’s, and made it back late on Wednesday.  
All the travel went smoothly and as scheduled… no small 
blessing in itself!  It is good to be back with you!
