     This image of Christ the 
King is pretty “old school!”  It 
would be a great loss, though, if 
we thought of the Solemnity of 
Our Lord Jesus Christ, King 
of the Universe, as simply “old
-fashioned.” 

     Maybe the visual cues built 
into this traditional image don’t 
resonate… but they speak truths 
that are more pressing and im-
portant than ever.  Most im-
portantly, the truth that Jesus 
Christ is Lord bears fruit if we 
allow it to question us: Is Jesus 
Christ truly Lord of my life? 

     Another way of saying it: 
Does Jesus reign in my heart?  
It is rather comfortable and easy 
for us to allow Jesus to reign in 
only a few petty fiefdoms or 
territories in our lives: in some 
brief prayers, or that hour when 
we go to church.  This would 
make Him a mere subordinate 
and underling to whom we grant 
some small control over pieces 
of our lives. 

     As the liturgical year ends, 
and we contemplate the end of 
time, though, the Church invites 

us to a fuller embrace of Christ’s Kingship.  Lord, may all that 
we say and do, our whole lives, be ordered by your grace!  
May your gentle sweet rule direct our minds and hearts! 

 I am sad to say I did not (yet) get a deer… but my dad did 
get a 6-pointer on opening day!  I am grateful for the chance to 
get out to camp and sit quietly in the peaceful cedar swamp, 
one of my favorite places in the world! 

 In the aftermath of the contentious election, we continue to 
pray for all who ran, and especially for all those elected to 
office, that they will serve our  nation faithfully and well, 
that they will defend the most vulnerable, and work towards the 
common good.  May God give us prudence and wisdom as we 
gather with our families and friends to seek peace and love 
even when we disagree. We ask our loving God to continue to 
show each one of us how we too can serve!  

 Even as our nation faces very real challenges, we have SO 
MUCH to be thankful for to God!  The enemy succeeds if we 
look past the real and present blessings in our lives… so let us 
give thanks this week, in the midst of struggle, and ask God 
to show us ever more clearly how His grace is at work in 
our lives, homes, and nation.
